opposed to the best interests of the corporation, and, with respect to any criminal action or proceeding, had no reasonable cause to
believe the person’s conduct was unlawful. In the case of an action or suit brought by or in the right of the corporation,
indemnification of any director, officer and other agent against expenses actually and reasonably incurred by such person in
connection with the defense or settlement of such action or suit is permitted if such person acted in good faith and in a manner the
person reasonably believed to be in or not opposed to the best interests of the corporation; however, no indemnification is
permitted in respect of any claim, issue or matter as to which such person shall have been adjudged to be liable to the
corporation, unless and only to the extent that the Delaware Court of Chancery, or the court in which such action or suit was
brought, shall determine upon application that, despite the adjudication of liability but in view of all the circumstances of the
case, such person is fairly and reasonably entitled to indemnity for such expenses which the Delaware Court of Chancery or such
other court shall deem proper.

Article Ninth of the Company’s Corrected Amended and Restated Certificate of Incorporation provides for the
indemnification of any person (and the heirs, executors and administrators of such person) who is or was a director, officer,
employee or agent of the Company or of any other company, including another corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust or
other enterprise which such person serves or served as such at the request of the Company, in connection with or resulting from
any action, suit, proceeding, investigation or claim, civil, criminal, administrative, legislative or other (including any criminal
action, suit or proceeding in which such person enters a plea of guilty or nolo contendere or its equivalent), or any appeal relating
thereto, which is brought or threatened either by or in the right of the Corporation or such other company (herein called a
”derivative action”) or by any other person, governmental authority or instrumentality (herein called a ”third-party action”) and in
which such person is made a party or is otherwise involved by reason of such person being or having been such director, officer,
employee or agent or by reason of any action or omission, or alleged action or omission by such person in such person’s capacity
as such director, officer, employee or agent, to the fullest extent permitted by the DGCL and specifies procedures to be followed
by the Company and any person requesting indemnification in connection with any claim.

Under the DGCL, a Delaware corporation has the power to purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of any director,
officer, employee or other agent of the Company or, if serving in such capacity at the request of the Company, of another
enterprise, against any liability asserted against such person and incurred by such person in any such capacity, or arising out of
such person’s status as such, whether or not the corporation has the power to indemnify such person against such liability under
the DGCL. The Company has purchased directors and officers liability insurance. A Delaware corporation also may, with certain
limitations, set forth in its certificate of incorporation a provision eliminating or limiting the personal liability of a director or
officer to the corporation or its stockholders for monetary damages for breach of a fiduciary duty as a director or officer, provided
that such provision shall not eliminate or limit the liability of (1) a director or officer for any breach of the director’s or officer’s
duty of loyalty to the Company or its stockholders, (2) a director or officer for acts or omissions not in good faith or which
involve intentional misconduct or a knowing violation of law, (3) a director under Section 174 of the DGCL (relating to unlawful
payments of dividends or stock repurchases), (4) a director or officer for any transaction from which the director derived an
improper personal benefit, or (5) an officer in any action by or in the right of the Company. Article Ninth of the Company’s
Corrected Amended and Restated Certificate of Incorporation includes such a provision.
